Since the main goal of a prototype is testing, your 
potential users are among those who carry out the task. Building a prototype helps you get a sneak-peek at how real people will interact with your 
product. The development team can gather the customers’ feedback and make changes to the prototype or just create a new one. Feedback of end-
users and market response is (being/or yet to be) measured. 
2 Minimum Viable Product (MVP): Still working on product development and go-to-market strategy to obtain a final product/service to be 
commercialized. The project still needs improvements for a complete upscaling. A MVP is a version of a product that has just enough features to stay 
viable. The purpose of building an MVP is to get the minimum version of the product to the market. This way you’ll get to know whether it has any 
value at all. A MVP is a minimum version of the final product and it’s delivered to the market right away. This means that it has to be simple and well-
polished, without any bugs or other problems.
